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1. Annotation.

The course “Comparative Law” is a selective discipline. The main focus of the discipline lies in
discovering modern legal systems of the world and forming knowledge about the conception of
comparative legal analysis of the legislation of Ukraine and other countries in the context of
globalization processes.

The Comparative Law is a fundamental academic discipline, that is a particularly important
element of the professional training of future lawyers in the context of European integration and global
political processes. The study of foreign law in different legal systems and the phenomenon of interaction
between them is a crucial tool on the path to enhance the legal system of Ukraine and ensuring the
convergence of the national law to European standards. The Comparative Law is a structured conceptual
system of the legal knowledge, and systematized interconnected ideas about the main legal systems, as
well as theories of application of the comparative method in the scientific-cognitive and practical legal
aspects.

In modern conditions, comparative law plays an important role in ensuring interaction and
cooperation between lawyers of different legal cultures, and the convergence of national legislations,
therefore, knowledge of the patterns of development of modern law with an awareness of legal traditions
Is a priority for future lawyers, legal scholars, and scientists.

The course of the program “Comparative Law” deals with the study of the main traditions of
modern legal systems in Europe, the USA, Latin America, Asia, Africa and the Middle East.

The academic discipline is taught for one semester. At the end of the academic course, students
pass a final control exam.

2. Aims and objectives of the course.

The aim of the course “Comparative Law” is to develop skills of application of theoretical
knowledge to conduct comparative legal analysis and, moreover, to form knowledge of the general trends
in development of national legal systems on the basis of their comparison.

This educational component ensures the formation of the following competencies in higher
education applicants (General competency (GC) /Special competency (SC)):

GC 1. Ability of abstract thinking, analysis and synthesis.

GC 14. Appreciation and respect for cultural diversity and multiculturalism.
